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#104 – Use of Tobacco Products

Purpose:  
To define the service’s policy towards its member’s use of tobacco products in regards to participation in call response, training sessions, meetings, and service events.  
Policy:
The NSVAS shall comply with Iowa’s Indoor Clean Air Act.
1. Smoking of any form of tobacco products shall be allowed on out side of the facility.  

2. Individuals smoking in designated areas are required to dispose of ashes and smoking materials only in an approved container.  Smoking materials shall not be disposed of on the grounds of the station.

3. Chewing tobacco or other smokeless tobacco products may be used outside of the station by personnel and guests of the facility.

4. Waste product from smokeless tobacco must be placed in a leak proof and sealable container.  The sealed container must be disposed of properly in an outside garbage can or taken with the individual.  The container shall not be placed in a garbage container inside of the building.

5. Spitting of bodily fluids is not permitted in the station.

6. Absolutely no form of tobacco use is permitted while on a response.

Violations of this policy are subject to the departments discipline policy (#118).
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
