Purpose:  

To provide guidelines for an effective and safe response on mutual aid medical assignments.

Guidelines:



Response:

1. We should make every attempt to assist mutual aid agencies while ensuring adequate personnel are available in our service area, this SOG may be altered as needed by the officer in charge.

2. All personnel should respond to the station for any mutual aid request.  

3. The ambulance should be manned by a minimum of 2 people, and a maximum of 3 people.  A probationary member or EMS student can be the 4th person on board.  
4. The ambulance (34-481) should only respond to mutual aid requests when specifically called for.  Members responding to a mutual aid request in western Cerro Gordo county should utilize their personal vehicle(s) unless specifically requested by dispatch. 

Transport:

1. We will only transport on a mutual aid call at the request of the agency whose service area we have been called to.
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
